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RIDING OF THE MARCHES - NEWBURGH

A brief history of The Riding of The Marches anddmation to assist you in walking the
traditional Boundaries

Riding the Marches was a traditional way of walkihg boundaries of these lands to protect
and maintain the right to farm, fish and trade ehdif of the town. Also of the Burghers right tddo
court over the council these lands and the priedegranted to them by John Abbot of Lindores in
1457. The power to do this was laid out in the R&@fzarter of Alexander.

The Custom of walking the boundaries is still hielday and takes place every three years on
the third Saturday of September.

The route starts at the east end of the townaeitsie Abbey Inn and proceeds down Tay
Street and Coach Road. Where it takes a rightdnmeaching the River Tay along the Pow (a river
path built up so as to reclaim river flats for agtiural and town use.) This path leads to thenaltat
Parkhill Farm. Turn right crossing over the roadhe burn running below the 3 cottages into a field
Follow the line of the trees along to the backhef tottages (known as Pap Inn) on the main Newburgh
— Cupar Road at Burnside where you turn right {eérthrough Craigmill. Bear right up through
Craigmill then left to the railway embankment a tbhp of the field head right looking out for the
entrance a flat stone wall to climb to a tunnetlmsteep incline above you (known as WhitticegBri
This tunnel will lead you safely under the railwaayd out onto the hillside near Abbots Well. (It was
here in 1860’s that a large section of the rockvkmas Clatchard Craig the site of a Iron Age latt f
was blasted to bring the railway into Newburgh, mo€the hillside is still quarried today.)

Here the track again heads right towards the tamehfollows the route up to Monkswell and
Bethune’s Cottage) known as the Pink house.) Wadissing gate takes you onto the hill and path
leading right along the bottom of Susie’s Plantatio the turn left upward past Susie’s tree comtithe
route upward to a gate on your right at the tothefhill. This takes you on to the Black Cairn éomuch
earned rest and time to enjoy the spectacular views

A short way to the west there is another smafinceom which you take the line south downhill
following six more small cairns then on to the ferside keeping it on your left continue along tbevd
to a stile on the field side. Keeping the fenceyour left go down to the road, then turn right aod
along to a cattle grid towards McDuff's Cross ¢k remains of this ancient cross is a large fotioda
stone surrounded by a circle of smaller stonesthétop of the field climb the fence onto Woodkiff
road and over the next fence and up to the botfatimechill with the fence on your left cross the ton
the next two fields.

You will reach a gate onto a well defined pathatket you up to the top of the hill at Drovers
Den the over the top northward to Craig Sparrove ¥iew from this point makes all your hard climb
worthwhile with the whole of the Tay and Earn vglleelow you.

A short way along to your right take a very steepant (known as Hare’s Loup) over the stile
then left through the gate head downward in thd fi@st Bloomfield. Turn right down the track andbi
the field opposite. With the burn on your right geed towards Skirlbear.

The county burn now on your left you continue dowandvunder the railway bridge to the main
Newburgh — Perth road. Turn right into Newburghssing the Public Park down to the bottom gate to
the riverside. The walk ends at the first beachretieditionally a piece of wood is dipped into the
water, ensuring the towns right to use the foreslobthe River Tay.

Newburgh Community Council arranges the Ridinghe Marches. The condition of the route may chamgpedding on the
time of the year that you walk it. Suitable clathand footwear for walking are recommended. Aoaable level of fithess is
required to complete some aspects of this route.

Start (and return to) the School Car Park at thet &iad of Newburgh, off the A913, opposite the East
Shore Garage, next to the School

Leaving the school car park:

1. Travel left on the pavement until you are atttpeof Tay Street, near the Abbey Inn. You
will see here that down to your right are viewstdsf River Tay. Cross over the High Street
and continue up the pavement. Look out for No.g§htbtreet. Above the doorway you will
see the unusual MARRIAGE LINTEL and over to the,lafcurved stone. At the Bear
Tavern, you will see The Bear and Staff (a featurhe coat of Arms of the Earls of Warwick
who were connected by family to the first Abbot.afdores) From here you can view the
clock steeple of the Town Hall which was built andu.808

2. Onyour right is The Ship Inn (refurbished irD2pwhere there is an appetising menu and
toilet facilities. Just passed the hotel the TC.Gommunity centre provides toilet facilities
for the disabled (open Monday-Friday) The journenf here continues along the High Street
passing St. Katherine’s court, the site of a foroterrch and the Laing Museum - no suitable
access. Further on there is the Masonic buildimdyanother glimpse down Mason Street to
the River Tay and the site of the former Linoleunrks. Follow the pavement up and over
on your left you will see traditional thatched egfes. Carry on to Tayview Bar.

3. Cross from here to Shuttlefield, so-called immmey of the once lucrative cottage weaving
industry. Go past the houses into the Public Padke the path on the right where you will
catch sight of Mugdrum Island out on the River Téjugdrum Island is home to Grey Lag
geese in the winter months. At the bottom gate thk first road on your left towards the
riverside and continue along the waterside to Vébsire Road.

4. At this point you can continue along the rivethe 4" road on your right where you can go
on a little way to the Newburgh Sailing Club. Thisa nice place to take in the views of the
wonderful surrounding countryside. Return to thed beside the local football pitch (home
to Newburgh Juniors) Please note that this sedidhe route has several potholes.

5. The alternative is to turn right at West Shooaékand follow Shorehead Road to the top of
Coach Road, which is thé'dn your left, where you can choose to visit thevhiergh Sailing
Club or turn into Scotland Terrace. Keep to tlieHand path and travel towards Abbey
Road. At this point you have the choice to tughtiand return to the school car park OR

6. Turn left and go on to Lindores Abbey, circa Q1%ntry is by permission of Mr. McKenzie
Smith, The Abbey House. Continue on to the Parkaitm (newly built steadings 2008) and
the Old Water Mill and duck pond. Geese, Dipp@/aterhens and a pair of Swans are
frequently seen here. Please note that this secfithe route has to be done on the roadside
and takes in two short hills in both directionseti®n the same route to Abbey Road and into
the school car park where access is opposite thetop.

Walk down through the Public Park towards theeRiTay, past the white shelter. This shelter
was been refurbished by the local youth group aradsio the home of Pipistrelic Bats. From
here you can see over to Mugdrum Island where GagyGeese can be seen during the
winter. There are also many swans around the Isiangell as deer grazing on it.

Go through the gate in the wall to the watersiden right along Newburgh Shore. Go past
the houses to reach the football pitch (Newburghals) on your right, with the sailing club
on your left.

Keep following the riverside. The path narrowshés point. Please note that this path can be
muddy and slippery when wet. You may see HeronsRaks, Snipe, Reed Warblers,
Mallard and Teal. On very rare occasions locallseen a kingfisher in the reed beds or the
water's edge. Also on this area in the spring taezeCuckoo Flower, Butter Burr and Marsh
Marigold growing.

On reaching the newly renovated water mill tefhalong the road. At the duck pond turn
right. Geese, Duck, Dippers, Waterhens, and Swiaitshis pond. Turn right when the path
reaches the Cupar road (A913)

At Craigmill cross the main road and go betwenbuildings. Swing to the right and through
the gate. Continue along the fence line and themsadhe open fields in a straight line. There
may be sheep grazing. Make for the large pine t@esdown a short path behind the houses
onto the road. Turn left.

After the Beech hedge, turn left at the Varieddilolly up a steep path over the railway
bridge. From here you can see Larch and Snowbeoryigg. Continue straight up the lane to
Jacob's ladder. At the top turn right and sliglibyvnhill along Monkswell Road.

At the bend turn slightly left onto the pattta bottom of the hill behind house gardens.
Continue along the side of the fence. Before padwoken down wall turn upwards passed
the ruins.

Turn right at the kissing gate. Watch here fazBards, Rabbits and Stoats. Go straight along
to the self-closing gate. The Scots Pine on theddime is the only tree in Susie's Planting and
is so named because she is supposed to have Hagrgetf from it. At this point take time to
enjoy the view over the mountains and the Tay Waligo straight along the top of the fields
through two self-closing gates. Turn right onto téwenac track and at the corner of the Play
Park area, turn left and walk straight along to \dfifte Road.

This walk takas pyast the site of the
former Linoleum works to your left and the Salm@hing lodge. Go straight along the back braasing parallel with
Mugdrum Estate, over the County boundary, into Ab#y district and along to Ferryfield. Here, yaan head up to the main
road to return to Newburgh or go by ROW acrossterAethy Park and up to the main road. This watkare suited to the
winter when the vegetation has died back.

ROUTE 2. THE POW — FROM EAST SHORE ROAD — PARKHILL FARM

ROUTE 7: CLINTON STREET — SUSIE’'S PLANTING — BLACK CAIRN

Thideawill bring you to
Ormiston farm. Walk on the wide track taking yoound the farm buildings and here, you have thécehof continuing your
walk on three alternatives routes. These optioagkear to users on the ground: the first optiontioues along the ROW
towards North Grange and then at the old, now dulsising gate, walk across the field to the mim@d, crossing that to a field
and heading straight for the small gate, often kdded with a heavy stone. Second option isro i the right and follow the
other ROW down to join the minor road to Auchterimiyc Thirdly, follow the ROW as in option one butrcy on past the old
kissing gate towards North Grange and out ontortimor road before heading into Grange of Lindongshe narrow road
opposite North Grange. Option 1 and 3 take yainéovillage green.

ROUTE 8: CRAIGMILL — ABBOTSWELL — SUSIE’S PLANTING

Distance: 1% miles Terrain: Rough

From the main road (A913) to Cupar at Craigmill AS2/E1792, turn left through the buildings and eyvdrds the railway
embankment. Follow this route West to the tunnelf® that takes walkers under the railway line antdonto the hill just before
the Abbotswell. Follow on in this direction to tkissing gate at N2371/E1790 and turn right. Reltbe path along the bottom
of the hill. This route adjoins route 7 at Susilanting. Carry on across the top of the twadielwith self-closing gates and
turn right down the tarmac track towards Sweefihis route can be walked all year round.

At the wishing gate, N2371/E1790, head up thettwllards the site of Clatchard quarry. Follow teede to the right, then left,
which leads you through the wicket gate, aroundotiek of quarry boundaries. Then go down to thébtlogates and a track
past Ormiston farm. Here, you can continue dowst fiee farm cottages and out onto the A983 Auchtehty Road.

ROUTE 11: UPPER CLINTON STREET — STATION ROAD GREENLAW - CRAIGMILL

Distance: 1% miles Terrain: Rough & Usually Wet

Leaving point N2305/E1805, turn left and head Bémstg the quarry road. Walk down under the raillwegige and continue
walking along Station Road, passing the Barn’s afddside and route 2(c) (a public close route legatbrthe hill from the High
Street). At the corner of Station Road and the Past path, the path continues up and along thetdhe grounds, formerly
belonging to Guthrie Lodge and continuing alongtibek of Dunvegan, the old Police Station and Neaghtrimary School.
The school has been built on a site previously knas/Greenlaw. From here the route continuestbesfields/stiles, to
Craigmill and onto the Cupar Road (A913)

ROUTE 19: HILL ROAD — ANDERSON STREET GARDENS — SUSE’S PLANTING — MONKSWELL

Newburgh Sailing Club is situated on the
south shores of the River Tay, along the A913
between Perth to the West and

Newport-on-Tay to the east.

The bear is believed to be a depiction of a staled the bear stone,
from which the Bear Tavern takes its name, and avagnally set into
the abbot’s residence at Lindores Abbey.

The bear and ragged staff is a device of the EdN¥arwick, and as a
crozier or pastoral staff is evident above the rabiiterated arms of
Warwick, it may be he assumed that the stone wasechto be made
by Guy, the first Abbot who was a cadet (the brothieson) of that
family.

The origin of the legend of the bear goes backeatime of Arthur and
the round table. One of his knights was Arthgal séhmame in the
British language was Arsh meaning bear.

The ragged staff is attributed to Morvidus, an eathe same family who slew a giant with a yourggtwhich he had pulled
up by the roots.

On the 12th June 926, a most terrible single comdbak place between the champions of the Kings ngl&d and
Denmark, when Guy, Earl of Warwick slew Colebraaa African giant. In the castle of Warwick canldi# seen the helmet
and spear of the redoubtable Guy, who is reputédte been 7 ft. in height and the hero of mangniegry stories.

In 1076, the bear and ragged staff became Normapepty when Henry de Newburgh was created Earl afMi¢k He was
the second son of Roger de Bellemonte, a knigiwitifam the Conqueror and a commander in his armsind) the 1066
invasion. The male line of the Newburgh family ashin 1242. A female descendant of Henry de Newbuaamed Isabel
was mated to Simon de Lis, 2nd Earl of Huntingdbmey had no family and on the death of Earl Sintba,King offered
the title to William 'The Lion', King of Scotlandha gave it to his brother David the founder of lanes Abbey.

Earl David was succeeded by his son John le Scaothmse death without issue in 1237 the earldomiriedl abeyance.
The bear on the hill was cut for a local festivalommunity project in 1980. The outline was ploutjy a worker from
Parkhill Farm, and permission for the outline waseg by Mr. Tom Howieson from Parkhill Farm The beas cut onto

Park hill, southeast of Lindores Abbey, not famiréNewburgh. The figure was recut at New Year; itasistructed from a
shallow trench in which the vegetation is reguladgnoved mainly by burning.
